I have forty one (41) years experience in HVAC, piping, mechanical and structural engineering, design and design supervision. While mostly in the marine field I have also worked on commercial building projects .

I am a member of the Society of Naval Architects and Marine Engineers

In my present position with John Lehman Naval Architecture /Mechanical Engineering I routinely do engineering calculations and design HVAC systems, piping systems and structures for tugs ships and barges. Additional duties includes preparation of construction and purchase specifications. I have a working knowledge of  ASHRAE and Society of  Naval Architects and Marine Engineers HVAC requirements and  ASTM, ANSI, DIN (European), JIS (Japanese), ANSI B31.1 (power piping code)  standards.  I have also taught Heating and Ventilation for the Engineers Club of Philadelphia for the last eight years.

I graduated from the Baltimore Polytechnic Institute in 1964 and enlisted in the US Army. While in the Army I was trained as a topographic surveyor. I also took courses from North Carolina State University and University of Maryland while in military service.

After completion of my military service in 1967 I was employed by the Central Technical Division of the Bethlehem Steel Corporation Shipyard in Sparrows point Maryland until 1989. While employed  I took courses at Johns Hopkins University night school and Dundalk Community College. The last seven years of my twenty two years with the shipyard I was a design supervisor for mechanical outfit design of HVAC, piping and mechanical systems on various naval and commercial ships, barges and drill rigs. Additionally  I was project engineer for overhaul of two navy oilers and supervisor for all crafts on a seven ship US flag conversion program.

In 1989 I was employed by TECHNICAL RESEARCH & DEVELOPMENT INC. of Cherry Hill, NJ where I was involved in converting the 237,000 ton AMOCO tanker  ENTERPRISE 1 to a floating refinery renamed the F.P.S.O. CONKOUATI. My duties included evaluating existing tanker and new process requirements, determining extent of required modifications, fluid flow analysis, support structure analysis, diagram preparation, conversion specifications preparation and supervision of rip-out and modification plan development.  

In 1990 I was assigned  to Keppel Shipyard, Singapore during the vessel conversion. While there I supervised detail plan preparation, procurement specipfication and construction liaison during the conversion.

Upon completion of the CONKOUATI conversion in January 1991 I returned to the United States and was assigned to Siftships Shipyard in Morgan City, LA. where I was engineering liason during the construction of  fiber glass route survey and hunting vessels for the Egyptian Navy. Additionally I was tasked with reviewing all equipment technical manuals for completeness and compliance with Egyptian Navy requirements.

In January 1993 I was transferred from  TECHNICAL RESEARCH & DEVELOPMENT INC to its parent company JJH Inc. and  reassigned to the Portsmouth, VA. office where I worked on  piping  and mechanical tasks on various military vessel projects. In 1993 I was assigned to South West Shipbuilding for three months for conversion of a naval supply vessel to a civilian crew.

From 1994 to 1998 I went to work for  JOHN LEHMAN NA / ME in Philadelphia. During this period I designed and in some cases supervised design of major cargo and vapory recovery piping reconfigurations on  tank ships, ethylene fruit ripening system, fire pump priming systems, HVAC, hotel sytems and misc. modifications to great lakes tugs and barges. I also developed drafting standards, back up and archiving procedures, and a production enhancing spread sheet bill of material programs.

In order to refresh and enhance my HVAC skills I enrolled and completed “Piping Design”, “Ventilation” and “Air Conditioning “ courses from the Engineers Club of Philadelphia in 1995, 1996 and 1997. 

During a slack period at John Lehman's office from May 1998- Sept 1998 I worked as a consultant for Ang Associates on re air conditioning the Pennsylvannia State Office building in Philadelphia and mechanical sytems for the Philadelphia Tuna Company near Penn Treaty Park.

In June 2001 I went to work for NDI Corp. in Throfare, NJ as an Engineering Technician.

In addition to piping, mechanical and HVAC work on various naval vessels I prepared a design proposal and estimate for central air conditioning the Mantua, NJ school administration building. I also prepared the redesign of HVAC systems for seven U S Coast Guard Tugs.
