COURSE ANALYSIS

Course:                       International Building Code 2006
Course Description:   This course will familiarize the participants with the use and                                       application of basic building planning and inspection requirements for both  commercial and residential structures. It will also prepare the participant to take the National Certification tests by incorporating strategies and hands-on testing knowledge of computers. Instruction includes determining the use group, construction type, height and area calculations, fire rated assemblies, fire protection systems, means of egress and links inspections of foundations, concrete, site work and building components relating to size,  installation and workmanship to plan review.  The in-depth study will focus on Chapters 1 through 12 and review chapters 18, 19, 23, 33 and 34 in the International Building Code 2006 which are those most often in need of interpretation by code users.
Course Outcomes:         After the program, a participant will be prepared to take certification tests, do basic Code plan review and know how to perform their services in compliance with the Code and how to obtain answers to questions that develop during the course of providing their services. 
Course Evaluation: 

              The program instructor evaluates the participant based on the following criteria: 

1. Attendance at the program classes,

2. Participation during the class, 

3. Quality of the responses to the verbal questions and/or work assignments, 

4. Quality of project assignments that are handed out to determine their overall knowledge of the material that was presented,

5. Responses supplied on instructor evaluation forms where the learners express their assessment of the event, the instructor and their level of achievement.  
6. The work assignment is usually a set of plans to be reviewed.
